Home to School/School to Home Bus Transportation Contract
Signed contract must be in the office prior to riding the bus

Bus transportation to and from schools in California is a privilege at no cost to the Cinnabar
families and is not mandated by law. Bus transportation is provided at the discretion of the
Cinnabar School Board. In order to maintain safety on school buses, students are expected to
be safe, respectful and responsible. Students must adhere to the rules and regulations while
riding the bus and waiting at the school bus stops. The following is a list of student actions
constituting violation of established rules and regulations:

1. Abusive body contact, fighting on the bus or at the bus stop (slapping, hitting, poking,
shoving, pulling hair or endangering life or limb of other people, etc.) (minimum 2-day
suspension)

2. Eating or drinking on the bus. (minimum 2-day suspension)

Throwing any object in, out, or at the bus. Littering of any kind, improper procedures (not

lining up, rock throwing, playing in the street), property damage to bus or at the bus stop.

(minimum 3-day suspension)

Using profane language or obscene gestures. (minimum 2-day suspension)

Any movement out of seat while the bus is in motion. (minimum 2-day suspension)

Disrespect or failure to obey driver. (minimum 3-day suspension)

Putting any body part out of the bus window at any time. (minimum 2-day suspension)

Unauthorized opening, closing, or tampering of any kind with the bus doors, windows,

emergency exits, radio, or bus controls. (automatically no less than 2 days plus cost of

repairs)
9. Legs, feet, or other objects obstructing the aisle or facing to the rear of the seat or
creating excessive noise. (minimum 2-day suspension)
10. lllegal crossing at “Red Light Stop” Vehicle Code 22112 (minimum 3-day suspension
11. No crossing in front or behind the bus at any time.
12. Any student desiring to disembark at stop other than their own, must have written
permission from a parent or guardian (on school’s emergency card).

Video cameras will be used to help with the control and safety of students “ Authority of bus

driver” (section 14263 California Administrative Code Title 5) states “Pupils transported in a

school bus shall be under the authority of and responsible directly to, the driver of the bus, and

the driver shall be held responsible for the orderly conduct of the pupils while they are on the

bus or being escorted across the street, authority of the driver shall be sufficient reason for a

pupil to be denied transportation. A bus driver shall not require any pupil to leave the bus

enroute between home and school or other destination”.
